Disaster Damage:

Housing:

New Jersey’s CDBG-DR Action Plan detailed the substantial damage that Superstorm Sandy caused to the State’s housing sector. While damage from
Superstorm Sandy occurred throughout the state, housing damage was particularly concentrated in communities bordering or near the Atlantic Ocean or the
Hudson River. Many of these communities were flooded by Sandy’s storm surge. FEMA Individual Assistance data as of March 12, 2013 reflected that the
greatest concentrations of housing damage were located in the following counties: Atlantic (12%), Bergen (5%), Cape May (4%), Essex (2%), Hudson
(6%), Middlesex (5%), Monmouth (16%), Ocean (35%) and Union (6%).

Superstorm Sandy significantly affected both homeowner and rental properties. Based on FEMA Individual Assistance data effective March 12, 2013,
approximately 40,500 owners’ primary residences and over 15,600 rental units sustained “severe” or “major” damage according to classifications made by
HUD. Moreover, many residences were “substantially damaged,” meaning that damages exceed 50% of the homes pre-disaster value. In total, the FEMA
data from March 12, 2013 indicated that 59,971 owner-occupied homes and 21,900 rental units sustained some level of physical damage from the storm.
As referenced in the State’s Action Plan, these figures likely underestimate the breadth of Superstorm Sandy’s impact on the housing sector.

The storm’s impact on low- to moderate-income (LMI) households in New Jersey was particularly pronounced. FEMA Individual Assistance data as of March
12, 2013 demonstrated that of applicants who reported major or severe damage to their homes, 49% were LMI households. Moreover, 74% of renters that
reported damage to their homes to FEMA were LMI households. While LMI households throughout the State were affected by the storm, the most impacted
LMI households generally were within the counties with the greatest concentrations of damage, identified above.

Economic Development:

Superstorm Sandy devastated many businesses in New Jersey, causing substantial commercial property damage and short-term and long-term business
operations losses. In addition to the physical damage Sandy caused to businesses themselves, widespread power outages resulted in inventory losses and
working capital losses. Damage to public infrastructure such as roads, rail and bridges as well as compromised water utility systems and gas unavailability
compounded those damages. This explains why data compiled soon after the storm suggested that businesses within 113 of New Jersey’s 565 municipalities
incurred a combined $382,000,000 in commercial property losses and another $63,900,000 in business interruption losses. While Superstorm Sandy caused
damage across all state industries, some industries -- particularly the tourism industry -- were substantially affected.

The storm also is estimated to have affected over 1,000,000 employees in New Jersey’s workforce. Data compiled in the months after the storm indicates
that approximately 138,000 workers filed unemployment claims in November 2012, the first full month after Superstorm Sandy. By comparison,
unemployment claims in November 2011 totaled 54,444 claims.

Infrastructure:

Superstorm Sandy’s storm surge and associated flooding extensively impacted New Jersey’s infrastructure. Critical facilities and assets throughout the State
were directly damaged. Sandy left nearly seventy percent of ratepayers statewide without electricity. Water and wastewater treatment facilities were
unable to sustain operations. Roadways experienced significant damage from extensive flooding and sustained winds resulted in debris that made critical
evacuation routes impassable. Rail and other public transit systems, which suspended operations in anticipation of the storm, were substantially damaged.

Recovery Needs:
Housing:

New Jersey estimated in its Action Plan an unmet need in the housing sector totaling $2,504,993,992. The State calculated that figure by adding estimated
repair and replacement costs and estimated costs for required elevations to reach a total need figure. The State then subtracted funding provided from
other sources such as private insurance, FEMA, and SBA, to reach the unmet need. As stated in the Action Plan, this figure likely understates the extent of
New Jersey’s housing needs.

Economic: New Jersey estimated in its Action Plan an unmet need in the economic sector of $1,727,813,413. The State calculated that figure by adding
estimated commercial losses and business interruption losses to arrive at a total need figure. The State then subtracted funding provided from other
sources, such as commercial insurance and SBA. As stated in the Action Plan, this figure does not account for long-term losses or systemic impacts to the
State’s key economic base, notably the tourism and coastal real estate market. As a result, this figure likely understates the extent of New Jersey’s needs in
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the economic sector.

Infrastructure: New Jersey estimated in its Action Plan an unmet need in the infrastructure sector of $25,432,594,266. The State calculated that figure by
adding estimated damage costs to needed hazard mitigation measures to arrive at a total need figure. The State then subtracted funding provided from
other sources, such as FEMA Public Assistance. As stated in the Action Plan, these figures are preliminary and subject to change.

Affirmatively Further Fair Housing:

The State is committed to affirmatively further fair housing through its housing programs, following all applicable federal and state statutes and regulations,
and enforcing fair housing laws. The State will ensure that housing assistance relating to Superstorm Sandy recovery is prioritized and allocated solely
based on disaster-related need, without regard to raise or ethnicity. Information relating to demographics of impacted communities will be utilized to ensure
that assistance is accessible and reaches New Jerseyans in need. In support, the State, among other things, has stood up household assistance centers in
each of the nine most impacted counties to assist residence and communities with recovery programs and the application process.

Overall Progress Narrative:

The State of New Jersey, Department of Community Affairs (DCA), as the grantee of Community Development Block Grant-Disaster Recovery (CDBG-DR)
funding allocated to New Jersey by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) for Superstorm Sandy recovery, has prepared this
Quarterly Performance Report addressing CDBG-DR funding and expenditures through the second quarter of 2015 (April-June).

The State is administering various CDBG-DR funded programs addressing unmet needs in the aftermath of Sandy. Among other things, the programs: assist
in the repair, reconstruction and mitigation of storm-damaged owner-occupied and rental housing; provide capital to impacted small businesses and
investments in economic development to affected communities; enable post-storm planning; support resiliency initiatives; and assist local governments and
public entities in hard-hit areas to ensure that essential public services can continue to be provided. As a direct result of these programs, assistance from
recovery partners at all levels of government, and help from volunteers, stakeholder organizations and Sandy-affected New Jerseyans, New Jersey has made
significant progress recovering from the storm. Nonetheless, there is still a great deal of work ahead, and the State remains committed to helping families,
businesses and communities recover from the worst natural disaster in New Jersey’s history.

This Quarterly Performance Report shows that, through June 30, 2015, New Jersey expended more than $1.38B in CDBG-DR funds. Of particular note in the
second quarter, the State received HUD approval of its plan to spend the $881.9M in the third (and final) round of CDBG-DR recovery funds, bringing the
total to more than $4.1B in CDBG-DR dollars that New Jersey has received to assist with recovery efforts. Much of these third round funds ($501.9M) have
been allocated to the State’s housing recovery programs. The remaining funds ($380M) must be allocated toward two HUD-selected Rebuild by Design
projects.

The Reconstruction, Rehabilitation, Elevation and Mitigation (RREM) Program has continued to progress. Through the end of the second quarter, 7,064
homeowners in the RREM Program had signed a grant agreement, 1,253 homeowners had finished rebuilding their homes through the program, and $525M
had been disbursed. On average during the second quarter, each week approximately 40 RREM homes were completed and $7.7M in RREM grant funding
was disbursed. It is expected that trend will continue during the summer and fall months, while construction can occur largely without weather constraints.

The State also anticipates receiving federal approval to allocate an additional $29M to the Low-to-Moderate Income Homeowners Rebuilding Program (LMI
Program). The program, administered by DCA and initially capitalized with $40M of CDBG-DR funds, provides grants to repair, reconstruct, elevate and
incorporate mitigation measures for storm-damaged homes of homeowners of limited financial means. To provide this increased funding to the LMI Program,
the State is required by HUD to amend its CDBG-DR Action Plan. The public comment period on the draft amendment concludes on August 4th, after which
the amendment will be finalized and submitted to HUD for approval. If HUD approves the amendment, the additional funding will ensure that all eligible
applicants receive a grant and eliminate the need for a waitlist.&am;am;am;am;nbp;

The Fund for Restoration of Multifamily Housing (FRM), which is the State’s largest affordable rental housing recovery program and is administered by the NJ
Housing and Mortgage Finance Agency (HMFA), also made significant progress. In the second quarter, HMFA committed more than $180M in CDBG-DR funds
to 18 multifamily affordable housing projects (representing 1,484 housing units) through the FRM Program, bringing the total number of projects awarded
FRM funds to more than 50. By the end of the second quarter, 14 projects (representing 1,074 housing units) had completed construction and 19 projects
(representing 1,293 housing units) were under construction. All totaled, these projects will create approximately 3,800 affordable housing opportunities in
the nine most-impacted counties. Notably, the FRM Program requires that during the first 90 days of an FRM project’s lease-up, priority is given to qualified
Sandy-impacted residents. Through the end of June over 350 LMI families were residing in new rental units.

Progress last quarter extended to initiatives that assist local governments in communities hard hit by Sandy, as well as to recovery programs supporting
infrastructure and resiliency projects.

In the second quarter, DCA’s Division of Local Government Services, awarded $44.6M to 13 local government entities through the Essential Services Grant
(ESG) Program. That funding will be disbursed in coming months. The ESG Program provides competitive grants to eligible counties, municipalities, school
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districts and other local government entities in communities hit hard by Superstorm Sandy that, but for ESG Program funding, would not be able to provide
critical public services (public safety; public works; sanitation; education; etc.). As an ancillary benefit, ESG Program mitigated risk of unsustainable property
tax increases to community members in hard-hit municipalities with budgets strained by recovery-related expenses and, in many cases, depleted ratable
bases. This is the third round of ESG funding for eligible local governments. In 2013, 11 local government entities were awarded more than $44.5M, all of
which has been disbursed. In 2014, eight local government entities were awarded $42M, of which more than 95 percent has been disbursed.

The NJ Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) also issued conditional grant awards in the second quarter in the amount of more than $18.5M to five
municipalities through the Flood Hazard Risk Reduction and Resiliency Program. The program funds storm resiliency projects that will protect families,
homes, businesses and infrastructure from future severe weather events. One of these municipalities, Belmar Borough in Monmouth County, was awarded a
nearly $6.2M grant - the largest single grant the borough ever received - to construct a discharge piping system for Lake Como to help control lake levels
and prevent future flooding. Other municipalities that already have received conditional grant awards include Atlantic City, Brigantine, Little Ferry and
Spring Lake. DEP continues to work with other municipal applicants to the program.

Finally, the NJ Economic Development Authority (EDA) continued to execute its economic revitalization initiatives. As of June 30, 2015, EDA had approved
1,095 small businesses for recovery grant assistance totaling approximately $54M, with 1,028 of these businesses rcevig t east one disbursement for a total
of nearly $50M in grant funds disbursed. Also at the close of the second quarter, EDA had approved 69 businesses for Stronger NJ Business loans, awarding
approximately $58M in assistance to businesses throughout the State, with disbursement totaling nearly $40M. These overall totals include more than $11M
disbursed through the grants and loans programs during the second quarter. This quarter businesses reported that approximately 460 jobs were created or
retained due to grant and loan programs for storm-impacted businesses. Additionally, projects funded through EDA’s Neighborhood and Community
Revitalization Program (NCR) continued to progress, with some projects expected to begin construction in the third and fourth quarters of 2015.

These are just some examples of CDBG-DR funded recovery initiatives ongoing in New Jersey that are helping families, businesses and communities recover
from Superstorm Sandy. More examples are discussed below. On the whole, the State, with the assistance of all of its recovery partners, continues to
implement a holistic recovery approach that strategically addresses all affected sectors - including the housing, economic revitalization, infrastructure, and
community capacity sectors — so recovery of one sector bolsters recovery of another. While much work remains to be done, this Quarterly Performance
Report shows the real, positive and measurable progress that the State has made recovering from Superstorm Sandy.

HOUSING RECOVERY ACTIVITIES:

New Jersey is administering 10 CDBG-DR funded housing recovery programs. The housing recovery programs primarily focus on the reconstruction or
rehabilitation of damaged owner-occupied housing units, and repairing or replacing Sandy-impacted affordable rental housing stock.

The RREM Program, which is the State’s largest CDBG-DR program, provides grants of up to $150,000 to eligible homeowners to reconstruct, repair, elevate
or undertake mitigation measures for their storm-damaged primary homes. The RREM Program prioritizes LMI applicants and applicants with homes that
sustained the greatest damage.

While the State only received access to the third (and final) round of CDBG-DR funding for the RREM Program in spring of 2015 with HUD’s approval of
Action Plan Amendment Nos. 11 and 12, well in advance of HUD’s approval the State committed to use the third round funds to assist all eligible
homeowners in the RREM Program. As part of this commitment, DCA in previous quarters proactively contacted every eligible homeowner on the program’s
waitlist to encourage them to return critical forms needed to expedite calculating their grant award and to conduct the necessary inspections of their
property. This extensive outreach and front end work allowed DCA in the second quarter of 2015 to get homeowners who were funded with third round
monies in position to expediently execute their RREM grant so they could move to the construction phase. As of the close of the second quarter,
approximately 1,400 homeowners were moved from the waitlist and added to the program'’s funded list. This action cleared the program’s waitlist. All RREM
eligible applications are now funded.

With this influx of eligible homeowners in the RREM process, DCA continued to aggressively execute grant agreement signings. By the end o h eond quarter,
more than 81 percent of the approximately 8,300 homeowners actively participating in the RREM Program had signed a grant agreement and had entered
the construction phase, were actively under construction, or had completed construction. More than $93.2M was disbursed to homeowners in the second
quarter of 2015. Remaining applicants are being provided considerable assistance from DCA to finish the grant signing process so they can begin
construction and drawing down their awards. As one example, RREM Program staff is frequently contacting applicants to determine what challenges they are
facing and discuss what the program can do to help. DCA estimates that the vast majority of remaining grant agreements will be signed by the end of fall
2015.

During the second quarter, a total of 462 RREM homeowners completed construction. As of June 30th, a total of 1,253 homes had been completed at an
average of 40 homes completed per week. Moreover, each week, approximately $7.7M of RREM funds is being disbursed to homeowners. With the ongoing
processing of eligible applicants using third round CDBG-DR funds, the warm weather months, and the ramp up of construction, DCA anticipates the RREM
Program will continue making significant progress in the coming months.

The LMI Program, a companion to the RREM Program, was launched in the first quarter of 2015 to provide reconstruction, rehabilitation, elevation and
mitigation assistance of up to $150,000 to LMI homeowners whose primary residences were damaged by Superstorm Sandy but who did not apply to the
RREM Program. The program includes an initial reserve of funding for owners of manufactured housing units/mobile homes to ensure that this unique
population receives the assistance it needs. The program’s robust outreach effort, undertaken in coordination with housing stakeholder groups and other
recovery partners, included door-to-door canvassing, community events and advertisements on multiple media platforms.

DCA is now actively engaged with eligible applicants to move them through the grant signing process and into the construction phase. During the second
quarter, LMI Program applicants who met the program’s threshold eligibility requirements were notified that they had been preliminarily approved for
program funding. DCA urged eligible applicants to complete and return a Right of Entry form and Duplication of Benefits Questionnaire to start their grant
process. At the same time, the State is proposing to add $29M to the initial program allocation of $40M in order to fund all eligible applicants and eliminate
the need to create a waitlist. The public comment period for the proposed Action Plan substantial amendment to transfer $29M in additional CDBG-DR
funding into the program began on July 6th and ends on August 4th. As required by HUD, a public hearing on the proposal was held on July 21st. At the
conclusion of the public comment period, comments and responses will be incorporated into the final proposed amendment submitted to HUD for approval.

To further assist RREM Program and LMI Program participants, DCA is continuing its outreach through the Housing Recovery Information Sessions held in
communities that were hard hit by Sandy. DCA hosted 20 Housing Recovery Information Sessions by the end of the second quarter of 2015 and has already
held and scheduled additional sessions through the third qu. More than 1,000 homeowners have attended the sessions where they receive one-on-one
assistance from program staff. Homeowners can use the Information Sessions as an additional opportunity to address issues, determine new action items,
and further educate themselves about the programs as they move through the process. They can also meet with representatives from the DCA’s Sandy
Recovery Division, Housing Recovery Centers, Program Managers, DEP and the NJ Division of Consumer Affairs.

Moreover, HUD-certified housing counseling agencies are present at every Information Session to provide assistance to homeowners. The housing counseling
agencies are part of the Sandy Recovery Housing Counseling Program, which launched in December 2014 in an effort to provide comprehensive housing-
related assistance to all residents affected by the storm. The housing counseling agencies provide free HUD-certified guidance on a wide array of housing-
related issues. As part of the counseling process, counselors develop a customized counseling program specific to the needs of the household based on
information provided by the Sandy-impacted household. The counseling plan can include individual or group counseling services in such areas as foreclosure
prevention, homelessness prevention, mortgages, budgeting, rental guidance, and pre/post-home purchase counseling. Moreover, the program helped
Sandy-impacted homeowners and tenants apply for the LMI Program and Sandy Tenant-Based Rental Assistance (TBRA) Program, and continued to provide
people with information about affordable rental housing units created with Sandy recovery funds. By the end of the second quarter, in addition to other
housing counseling assistance, housing counselors provided intake assistance to 564 people for the TBRA Program and to 307 people for the LMI Program.

Finally, for homeowners in the RREM Program or the LMI Program who are displaced by storm damage or construction and are currently paying both a
mortgage and a rent, the State during the second quarter launched the Sandy Rental Assistance Program (RAP). RAP, funded by Social Services Block Grant
funds allocated by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, provides direct rental assistance of up to $1,300 per month for up to nine months.
During the second quarter, approximately 570 households were provided with rental assistance payments through the HMFA-administered program.
Notably, RAP builds out on previous programs that provided funding that could be used for direct rental assistance, including FEMA Individual Assistance, the
Homeowner Resettlement Program, and the Working Families Living Expenses Voucher Program (also known as SHRAP).
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Finally, the State committed $100M in CDBG-DR funding to DEP’s Sandy Blue Acres Buyout program to purchase residential properties from willing sellers in
repetitive flooding areas at pre-storm values to move families out of harm’s way. As an ancillary benefit, following a buyout the home is demolished and the
property maintained as open space which creates a natural protection against future severe weather events. The CDBG-DR contribution to the buyout
program builds on other funding that has been committed for the program, which in total will exceed $300M. In the second quarter of 2015, 31 flood-prone
property owners in the City of Linden were made an offer by the State to purchase their property and 16 offers accepted. Purchase agreements for the
accepted offers, totaling approximately $3.5M, will be sent to the sellers in the next quarter. In the Township of Old Bridge, 24 flood-prone property owners
were made an offer. Eleven of the offers were accepted. Purchase agreements for the accepted offers, totaling approximately $1.3M, will be sent to the
sellers in the next quarter.

During the second quarter, the State also continued to focus on serving the recovery needs of renters and on repairing or replacing affordable rental units
damaged or destroyed by Sandy.

The Sandy Tenant-Based Rental Assistance Program (TBRA), which launched in the first quarter of 2015, will provide up to 24 months of tenant-based rental
assistance to an estimated 1,400 eligible households. It is designed to assist households that were affected by Sandy that continue to need rental assistance,
and that plan to rent in one of the nine most-impacted counties as determined by HUD. Priority is given to households at or below 30 percent of Area Median
Income. Following extensive outreach in targeted storm-impacted areas, the application period closed in the second quarter with approximately 3,100
applications submitted. A lottery was conducted and all applicants were assigned a randomized number. DCA is working through the process of sending out
full application packages to all 3,100 applicants to determine eligibility for the program. All applicants were notified in the second quarter about where they
are in the program’s process.

The State’s largest affordable rental housing recovery program is the Fund for Restoration of Multifamily Housing (FRM) program administered by HMFA. In
the aggregate, the State has committed $591.5M of the three allocations of CDBG-DR funds to the FRM Program, which finances the development of
affordable rental housing in the nine counties most impacted by Sandy. Of this amount, $30M has been initially reserved for repairs to public housing
authorities and developments as well as other federally funded housing that was damaged by Sandy.

Through the second quarter, HMFA had committed FRM funds from the first CDBG-DR allocation across 36 projects (approximately 2,900 housing units), of
which 19 (approximately 1,300 housing units) were under construction. There are 14 projects (approximately 1,075 housing units) that have completed
construction and are in the process of (or have completed) lease-up. In the second quarter of 2015, approximately $18.4M was disbursed through FRM. More
than $110M has been disbursed through the program to date. HMFA also approved another 18 FRM projects in the second quarter and awarded them second
round CDBG-DR funds. These projects are expected to result in an additional 1,500 units of housing, of which over 1,200 units will create affordable housing
opportunities for LMI households.

During the first 90 days of lease-up for projects that receive FRM funds, priority must be given to Sandy-impacted individuals or households who registered
for Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) assistance or who rented an apartment or owned a primary residence that was no longer habitable
because of Sandy damage. Additionally, developers of all FRM projects must affirmatively market the affordable housing units in Sandy-impacted
communities to reach those who remain displaced by Sandy. Information about these FRM projects is posted on the NJ HousigRsuce Center, a free online
affordable housing database. Information also is made available at all of DCA’s Housing Recovery Information Sessions held in Sandy-affected communities.
The FRM list includes such information as where projects are located, total number of housing units, contact information for the leasing office, website/phone
number for people to submit applications, and date applications are being accepted.

All totaled, the availability of 4,400 units (3,800 affordable units) of rental housing through the FRM Program will enhance access to affordable housing
opportunities, assist in relieving the pressure on the state’s overall rental housing market, which was considerably affected by Sandy, and in turn will help to
moderate and stabilize rental prices by increasing rental unit supply. The FRM Program is also creating jobs and serving as a source of local and state taxes
and economic growth in the local economy.

A companion program to the FRM Program, the Sandy Special Needs Housing Fund (SSNHF), provides funding to repair or replace storm-damaged
permanent supportive rental housing units for special needs populations, including individuals with mental, physical, or developmental disabilities. The State
had allocated $50M in the first and second rounds of CDBG-DR funding to the program, and has allocated another $10M to SSNHF from the third round of
CDBG-DR funds. Thus far, SSNHF funds have been committed across 31 projects that are expected to create 308 affordable housing opportunities for
individuals with special needs. As of this reporting period, 16 projects financed through SSNHF are under construction and five have completed construction.
Approximately $2.6M in construction and permanent financing was disbursed to these projects in the second quarter of 2015.

DCA has also designed and implemented other programs to spur the development of affordable housing to address Sandy’s impact on rental housing stock.
These efforts include the Neighborhood Enhancement Program (NEP), which returns abandoned, vacant or blighted housing to viability by providing no-
interest loans to eligible applicants to purchase and rehabilitate foreclosed, blighted or abandoned properties, including underutilized, vacant lots, in
participating communities in the nine most-impacted counties. DCA has awarded 33 zero-interest loans totaling $25.6M that will help finance 170 units of
affordable housing. All NEP projects will create housing units serving households earning at or below 80 percent of Area Median Income. As with FRM, NEP
developers must affirmatively market the units in Sandy-impacted communities to people who remain displaced by Sandy, and priority in the first 90 days of
lease-up is given to Sandy-impacted individuals who registered for FEMA assistance or who rented an apartment or owned a primary residence that was no
longer habitable because of Sandy damage.

As of June 30th, the NEP Program had expended $10.5M. Four of the projects are complete and occupied, providing 26 rental units. An additional 19 projects
are under construction and another seven projects are in pre-construction. DCA also is actively reviewing applications for an additional $10M round of NEP
funding that was made available to Community Development Financial Institutions (CDFIs) and Community Housing Development Organizations (CHDOSs).
The application period for that funding round closed onJue 6,205. Fifteen applications were received in the second quarter, totaling a funding request of
$9.2M for projects that would create 80 housing units, including 74 rental units and six owner-occupied units.

The Landlord Rental Repair Program (LRRP) supports the rehabilitation of damaged rental properties with 25 units or less by providing grants of up to
$50,000 per unit, and requires that rehabilitated housing units be leased at affordable rates to LMI tenants. Through the close of the second quarter, 420
rental property owners (representing 584 housing units) had signed an LRRP grant agreement, 82 properties (representing 103 units) completed
construction through the program, and 191 properties (representing 290 units) were under construction. Also, by the end of the quarter, 80 of the
completed housing units were leased at affordable rates to LMI tenants.

CDBG-DR funds are also assisting non-profit developers at the early stages of affordable housing projects with the soft costs of development, including
project feasibility studies, legal fees, soil studies, site preparation, appraisals, and surveys. Assistance is provided through the Predevelopment Loan Fund for
Affordable Rental Housing, administered by the New Jersey Redevelopment Authority (NJRA). In this reporting period, NJRA closed on a loan to the YMCA of
Plainfield, NJ for a total of $500,000. The proceeds will cover eligible pre-development expenses for the redevelopment of 30 units of permanent, supportive
and affordable housing for youth aging out of the foster care system. Also in the second quarter of 2015, $448,000 was expended for projects already
awarded Predevelopment loans. Other projects to receive assistance through the program include: the conversion of a former hotel in Egg Harbor Township,
Atlantic County, into 84 units of affordable housing; the redevelopment of former brownfield sites in Jersey City into 64 units of affordable housing; and the
redevelopment of a vacant, municipally-contributed property in Ocean Township, Monmouth County, into 93 units of affordable housing for low- to
moderate-income people aged 55 and older.

Finally, HMFA continues to administer the Sandy Homebuyer Assistance Program, which helps LMI families, many who were previously renters, become
homeowners. The program provides an interest-free, forgivable mortgage loan of up to $50,000, which can assist eligible families with the funding required
to purchase a home within the nine most-impacted counties. As long as loan recipients abide the program’s terms, including maintaining the home as their
primary residence for five years, the mortgage loan will be fully forgiven. During this reporting period, 10 low and moderate income homebuyers closed on
loans to help buy homes in Sandy affected communities and approximately $500,000 in funding was disbursed. As of the end of the second quarter 2015,
the State was more than halfway to the program’s goal, with nearly $15.5M spent or obligated to assist a total of 295 families.

ECONOMIC RECOVERY AND REVITALIZATION ACTIVITIES:

The New Jersey Economic Development Authority (EDA) is administering four CDBG-DR funded programs focused on economic recovery and revitalization
efforts. The two primary programs - the Stronger NJ Business Grants Program and the Stronger NJ Business Loans Program - provide grant and loan
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assistance t elgibe sallbusinesses for recovery and revitalization needs. The Neighborhood and Community Revitalization Program (NCR) offers financial
support to storm-affected communities for economic revitalization efforts. Finally, EDA administered the Post-Sandy Tourism Marketing campaign to spur
tourism in the two years after Superstorm Sandy. That program accomplished its purpose and has concluded.

In the second quarter of 2015, approximately $12M in economic recovery and revitalization assistance was expended. Also in this quarter, businesses
reported that approximately 460 jobs were created or retained due to grant and loan programs for storm-impacted businesses.

The Stronger NJ Business Grant Program, capitalized with $100M of CDBG-DR funds, provides grants of up to $50,000 to storm-affected businesses for
working capital or construction needs. As of June 30, 2015, EDA had approved 1,095 small businesses for recovery assistance totaling approximately $54M,
with 1,028 businesses receiving at least one disbursement for a total of nearly $50M in grant funds disbursed. More than $4.3M in funds was expended
during the second quarter. Based on information reported by businesses, EDA estimates that 92 jobs were retained and 83 jobs were created this quarter as
a result of this program. Since inception, the cumulative number of jobs reported as created and retained as a result of the grants is 2,792.

The Stronger NJ Business Loan Program, also capitalized with $100M of CDBG-DR funds, provides loans of up to $5M to help businesses to rebuild and
expand. As of the close of the second quarter, EDA had approved 69 businesses for loans and awarded approximately $58M in assistance to businesses
throughout the State. Fifty-four businesses have received program disbursements totaling nearly $40M. More than $7M in funds was expended during the
second quarter. As a result of the Stronger NJ Business loans, businesses have reported that 250 jobs were retained in the second quarter of 2015, inclusive
of 66 jobs classified as benefitting LMI individuals. Also, 31 jobs were reported by businesses as created in the second quarter, bringing to 565 the total jobs
created and retained through the program.

While the Stronger NJ Business Grants Program and Stronger NJ Business Loans Program directly invest in recovery and revitalization of businesses, the
Neighborhood and Community Revitalization Program spurs economic recovery and revitalization by investing in communities. Capitalized with $75M of
CDBG-DR funds, NCR currently includes two initiatives: the Streetscape Revitalization Program and the Development & Public Improvement Program.

The $12M Streetscape Program provides grants of up to $1.5M to support various “Main Street” revitalization projects including streetscapes, lighting,
sidewalks, facade enhancements, and code-related and other physical upgrades to commercial areas. Fifteen projects have been approved in locations such
as Belmar, Highlands, Long Branch, Margate, Neptune, and Sea Isle City. By the end of second quarter of 2015, 14 projects had completed environmental
clearance and received authorization from HUD to proceed, with 12 executing a sub-recipient award agreement. Most of these projects anticipate breaking
ground in the fall of 2015.

The NCR Development & Public Improvement Program provides grants and loans to projects that contribute to the revitaliatio of andydamaed areas, serve
LMI areas, create or maintain LMI jobs, remove slum or blight, or address an urgent need related to Sandy. The program consists of 20 construction-related
projects, with two projects already completed (Seaside Heights and Seaside Park). Of the remaining 18 projects, 15 have completed their environmental
clearance review and received authorization from HUD to proceed. These projects also anticipate breaking ground in the fall of 2015.

SUPPORTIVE SERVICES, ASSISTANCE TO LOCAL GOVERNMENTS AND PLANNING ACTIVITIES:

Over the last three years, the Essential Services Grant (ESG) Program, administered by DCA’s Division of Local Government Services, has provided
competitive grants to eligible local government entities in communities hit hard by Sandy that, but for these grants, would not be able to provide essential
public services such as public safety, public works, sanitation, education, etc. Since the program began in May 2013, more than $131M in Essential Services
Grant awards has been approved for 18 local governmental entities. The local governments include Asbury Park, Atlantic City, Brick, Brigantine, Downe,
Highlands, Keansburg, Lavallette, Little Egg Harbor, Moonachie, Ocean County, Pinelands Regional, Sea Bright, Seaside Heights, Seaside Heights Board of
Education, Seaside Park, Toms River Township, and the Toms River Board of Education.

Of the $44.9M awarded in Essential Services Grant in 2013, all funding has been disbursed. And of the $42M awarded in 2014, more than 95 percent of the
funding has been disbursed. In the second quarter of 2015, DCA awarded $44.6M in Essential Services Grants to continue assisting local government entities
in maintaining critical services while communities rebuild. DCA will disburse this third round funding once the federally required subrecipient agreements with
the local government entities are executed.

To assist Sandy-impacted local governments plan rebuilding efforts that promote resilience and encourage economic growth, the State created the Post-
Sandy Planning Assistance Grant Program, which is administered by DCA. DCA has approved planning grants for approximately 50 local governments,
obligating $6.8M as of the close of the second quarter. Specifically in the second quarter, two local governments completed their Strategic Recovery Planning
Report, which is the first phase of the program, and DCA executed subrecipient agreements with 8 local governments for Phase 2 planning activities, which
directly address the impacts identified in their Strategic Recovery Planning Reports.

DCA also is administering a building code enforcement initiative to assist hard hit communities in conducting commercial and residential building inspections.
The initiative has helped ensure that structures are rebuilt to the standards that are safe for occupancy and up to code. In the second quarter of 2015,
approximately 8,100 building code inspections were conducted under this program. These inspections were completed in Sandy-impacted towns such as
Brick, Keansburg, Lavallette, Little Egg Harbor, Manasquan, Mantoloking, Point Pleasant Beach, Seaside Heights, Toms River, Union Beach, and Ventnor.

In complement to the building code enforcement initiative, the State developed the Zoning Code Enforcement Grant Program to provide financial support to
municipalities related to the enforcement of state and local development and zoning ode rgulatons. rant unds are intended to help local governments
respond to the increasing zoning approval needs in support of construction and the overall recovery effort. Through the second quarter of 2015, grant
funding had been expended to assist the Sandy-impacted towns of Brick, Lavallette, Little Egg Harbor, Seaside Park, Toms River, Union Beach, Keansburg
and Little Silver. DCA anticipates providing additional assistance to these towns in upcoming quarters. Also, other communities, including Highlands and Sea
Bright, have requested assistance through this program.

Related to the building and zoning code enforcement efforts described above, the State has sought to help Sandy-impacted communities that are at risk of
storm-related blight. The Unsafe Structures Demolition Program was established to tear down storm-damaged vacant and abandoned residential structures
in municipalities most impacted by Sandy that were not addressed through FEMA’s Private Property Debris Removal Program or by homeowners.
Participating municipalities identified vacant, unsafe residential structures in their communities and provided that information to DCA. In previous quarters,
DCA completed inspections of all buildings identified by the municipalities for demolition, ran title searches on the buildings identified for demolition and
began sending letters to the property owners to seek their consent to the demolition. Lienholders also are notified of demolition efforts. As of the close of the
second quarter, DCA sent a total of 722 consent letters to the owners of 415 properties. By June 30, 2015, 86 full consents had been received with 12
pending notification of the lienholder while 32 owners had declined. DCA is awaiting a response from the balance.

INFRASTRUCTURE ACTIVITIES:

The State continues to prioritize the need to rebuild stronger as well as improve the resiliency of existing infrastructure and flood protection measures.
Several CDBG-DR funded programs support these goals.

The State has allocated $225M to the Non-Federal Cost Share program to cover the match required by the State associated with various federal funding
streams (e.g., FEMA Public Assistance; Federal Highways Administration; Environmental Protection Agency). For FEMA-funded projects, the CDBG-DR funds
serve to fund the 10 percent match required by the State on CDBG-eligible projects. In the second quarter of 2015, more than $90,000 was expended in
FEMA match. Other cost-share projects are currently under environmental review.

Additionally, the extensive damage and impacts resulting from power outages at critical facilities caused by Superstorm Sandy prompted the State to create
the Energy Resilience Bank (ERB). The ERB, administered by EDA with assistance from the NJ Board of Public Utilities (BPU), is capitalized by $200M of
CDBG-DR funds. The ERB invests in distributed energy resource technologies (e.g., combined heat and power; fuel cells; solar with storage) that are resilient
so facilities can continue to operate even when the electric grid fails. These resilient energy technology investments will make the critical facilities, and by
extension, the families, businesses and communities they serve, less vulnerable to major outages arising from future severe weather events and other
emergencies.

The initial ERB funding focuses on water wastewater facilities. Three intake forms are completed with an additional four in process. The official application is

expected to be available on the EDA website later in the summer of 2015. In the second quarter of 2015, $3.6M was expended, an increase of $3.1M over
the first quarter, which funding represents reimbursements associated with costs of planning and designing the ERB. While EDA remains committed to
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serving the wastewater sector, it is contemporaneously evaluating the development and release of an additional ERB product for hospitals and healthcare
facilities.

The Flood Hazard Risk Reduction and Resiliency Grant Program is another infrastructure initiative funded with CDBG-DR monies. Administered by DEP, the
program consists of an Infrastructure component to support communities with shovel-ready flood hazard risk reduction infrastructure projects as well as an
Easement Acquisition component to support flood protection projects on the shore being undertaken by the Army Corps of Engineers. The application period
for the Infrastructure program has closed. Five conditional awards cumulatively totaling nearly $15 million were made in the second quarter to Atlantic City,
Belmar, Brigantine, Little Ferry and Spring Lake. DEP is revising several other applications.

Finally, in the third round of CDBG-DR funds allocated to New Jersey, HUD awarded $380 million for two projects developed through HUD’s Rebuild By
Design competition. HUD selected and awarded two projects for the State of New Jersey: The New Meadowlands Project ($150M) and the Hudson River
Project: “Resist, Delay, Store and Discharge” ($230M). DEP is overseeing implementation of both RBD initiatives.

In the months immediately after Superstorm Sandy, the State created an entirely new organization capable of designing more than two dozen recovery
programs, delivering assistance and accounting for the expenditure of more than $4 billion in federal disaster assistance. Today, nearly three years since
Sandy made landfall, the State remains as hard at work as ever. The State is investing the time, energy and resources necessary to overcome past

obstacles, is continually assessing operational effectiveness and making adjustments to improve performance, and is focused on the tasks ahead. This has
resulted in sustained Sandy recovery progress that the State anticipates will continue in the months and quarters ahead.
